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Summary & Forecast 

 
     An upper level trough along the Coast will move inland over the next 24 to 36 hours keeping the air mass quite 
cool over the North Bay Area.  Temperatures tonight will likely be similar or a little cooler than those we saw last 
night.  A weak disturbance will bring increasing cloudiness and a threat of showers to our area overnight keeping 
temperatures above freezing most of the night.  
 

Regional temperature differences 
 

     Temperatures will depend highly on the amount of cloud cover.  Those areas that see significant clearing will 
see minimums in the lower to mid 30’s, with mid or upper 30’s where more cloudiness is experienced.  At this 
point it looks like there will be more cloudiness in the southern and western part of the region.
